SIMPLE EVERYDAY

CAB
There is no set fare for trips to and 
from LaGuardia. The regular metered 
fare applies, plus toll and tip.

SUBWAY
Getting to LaGuardia by subway is 
not simple — avoid it at all costs!

RAIL
You cannot take the rail to LaGuardia.

SIMPLE WAYS TO GET 
TO AREA AIRPORTS

CAB
 The regular metered fare plus toll  
and tip applies for trips to JFK, but a 
flat rate of $45 plus toll and tip applies  
to most trips from JFK to Manhattan.

SUBWAY
Take the E, J, Z to the Sutphin 
Boulevard station in Jamaica or  
the A to Howard Beach and transfer 
to AirTrain. Cost is $7 and travel time 
is about one hour.

RAIL
Take the LIRR from Penn Station to 
Jamaica Station and transfer to AirTrain.  
Cost is $12 (more during peak hours) 
and travel time is about 35 minutes.

CAB
There is no set fare for trips to 
and from Newark Liberty.  From 
Manhattan, the regular metered 
fare applies, plus $15 as well as
toll and tip.

SUBWAY
You cannot take the subway to 
Newark Liberty.

RAIL
Take NJ Transit® or Amtrak® from 
Penn Station to connect to AirTrain 
at Newark Liberty International 
Airport Train Station.
